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Arabic haiku, or what is written as such, should not
be written in a way that imitates Japanese haiku. As
is common today, and this is natural as in every
beginning, but it is enough for the writer to awaken
his five senses and sharpen them as necessary to
capture the material of the text from tangible
existences. And that the texts of the haijin which are
written by Kareem Faris are part of the Arabic haiku
project that has begun to inhabit the Arabic language
and gradually lure it down from the world of mental
hallucination to reality and its beauties.
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
